No premiums will be paid for poultry if cages are not cleaned at the time they are released.  Must be inspected by Superinten-
dent to receive premiums.  It is illegal to use drugs not approved by USDA in meat animals.

Pens consist of two (2) females and one (1) male, except egg production.  No animals can be shown for more than one pre-
mium.  Animals showing signs of disease or not presentable will not be admitted.  Birds shall not be permitted to enter unless 
the exhibitor shall, on entering the poultry, sign a declaration that, to the best of his knowledge, the poultry entries and source 
of flock or flocks are free from any evidence of, and were not recently exposed to, Newcastle disease or any infectious or trans-
missible disease.

No horns allowed on the goats.
